1. PROMOTER & SENIOR OFFICIALS
The Event will be held under the FIA International Sporting Code including Appendices and the National Competition Rules (NCR), the Confederation of Australian Motor Sports Ltd (CAMS) the Meeting Standing Regulations, the Motorkhana Event and the Speed Event Standing Regulations, the CAMS Motor Sport Passenger Ride Activity (MSPRA) Policy, the CAMS Come and Try Policy, these Supplementary Regulations and any Further Regulations or Bulletins that may be issued.  The Promoters reserve the right to vary the program of Events.
Certain public, property, professional indemnity and personal accident insurance is provided by CAMS in relation to the Event.  Further details can be found in the CAMS Insurance Handbook, available at www.cams.com.au.
This Event will be conducted under and in accordance with CAMS OH&S, CAMS Safety 1st and Risk Management Policies, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au.

The Clerk of the Course, Assistant Clerk of Course, Starter, Chief of Communications, Chief Scrutineer, and radar operator shall be Judges of Fact.

2. VENUE & DATE
The Event shall be held on Sunday 4 November 2018 at Hidden Valley Raceway, Darwin.  Hidden Valley is a 2.9 km hot-mix asphalt track and the direction of racing is anti-clockwise.
Event Organisers reserve the right to cancel, abandon or postpone the Event in accordance with NCR 59 of the current CAMS Manual.

3. EVENTS
The following Event will be held at this meeting:
NON-COMPETITIVE Supersprint Come and Try/Sponsors Day:
A continuous session for vehicles complying with Schedules A and B (where applicable) – refer to “General 
Requirements for Cars and Drivers” in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. Competitors will be released at 5-second (approx) intervals from pit exit. The maximum number of cars on track in any single event will be limited on the day at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course and Steward based on the number of entries received.
There will be no Prize or awards for this Event.
4. MEMBERSHIP & INSURANCE
Competitors in all classes must be Associate Members (or higher) of the North Australian Motor Sports Club Inc. One Day memberships are available for Supersprint and Motorkhana participants, if required, and can be obtained at a cost of $30.00 (included in entry fee). The one-day membership is only available once per calendar year.
All Competitors must hold a CAMS competition Licence for their specific category (Supersprint and Motorkhana: Come and Try, L2S or superior). Personal Accident Insurance is included in the cost of a CAMS Licence. Public Liability is extended to the event through issue of a CAMS permit. A Come and Try day Licence is available for Supersprint competitors at a cost of $25.00 (included in entry fee). 

5. ENTRIES
Entries open upon publication of these Regulations.  
Maximum Number of Entries: 60 
Entries to the Come and Try Day will be accepted at the event until 5pm on Friday 2 November, 2018.
All prices include GST. The entry fee for all classes shall be $60.00. Half Pit Bay hire is optional; cost is $20.00 per day. Pitbay hire available on first come first serve basis until full.
Event Organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with NCR 83 of the current CAMS Manual.  Entries shall be accepted in order of receipt of online entry and full payment.
Payment for entry/s can be made by credit card (preferred, online only), or direct bank deposit. If bank transfer or bank deposit is made, proof of payment may be required at sign-on. Entries after this will be by correct Cash on the day. For ease of identification of payments, please enter your Name in the comments section when making payment for ease of Identifying payments.

6. SCRUTINY/DOCUMENT CHECKING
Scrutiny shall take place on Sunday 4 November 2018 from 7am until 9am in Pit Bay 26, with document checking and lodgement of Driver’s Disclaimer being done in Pit Bay 25.  
Your ‘DISCLAIMER – EXCLUSION OF LIABILITY, RELEASE AND ASSUMPTION OF RISK COMPETITORS AND/OR DRIVERS’ and ‘NAMSC SCRUTINEERING FORM’ will be available for completion at Document checking.
Both forms must be presented along with your current CAMS Licence, proof of current CAMS affiliated club membership, and vehicle Log Book (if applicable) to the Race Secretary in Pit Bay 25 PRIOR TO presenting your car to Scrutineers in Pit Bay 26.  
No vehicle will proceed onto the race track until it has been passed by the Scrutineers and all paperwork has been received. Failure to produce documents will result in cancellation of your entry.  All vehicles (including Drivers’ apparel) MUST be presented to the Scrutineers prior to entering the competition area.  Advertising on vehicles is permitted in accordance with Schedule K of the CAMS Manual of Motorsport.




Driver and passenger apparel will comply with the requirements of Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport for both Supersprint and Motorkhana. (Note: Passengers ONLY applies to Motorkhana Events) 
Supersprint: - long sleeved shirts, long pants, enclosed footwear and approved helmet. 
Motorkhana: - short sleeved shirt, short pants and enclosed foot wear.

All vehicles must be presented to Scrutineering in “ready to participate” condition.

7. OFFICIALS BRIEFING
Sunday 4 November, 2018: 
A briefing for all Officials will be held at approximately 8:00am at the base of the control tower on Sunday 4 November 2018. Officials sign on, position allocations and radio issue will be at the bottom floor of the control Tower from 7:45am.

8. DRIVERS BRIEFING
Sunday 4 November 2018: 
A compulsory Drivers Briefing for all Drivers will be held at approximately 8:30am at the base of the control tower on Sunday 4 November 2018.  Further Briefings for Competitors will be held as required until 12.30pm.  
Wrist Bands for Trackside access will be available at Pit Bay 25 from 7.00am to 11.00am November 4 2018 – these wrist bands show Officials you are an Insured Competitor – no Driver will be permitted on the track without a Track Wrist Band.

9. PITS & OTHER RESTRICTED AREAS
Hidden Valley is a NO SMOKING venue - smoking is only permitted in the nominated areas during the meeting.
Pit garages will be allocated on a ‘First come, first served’ basis, and grouped by category. Garages are only for parking of competing vehicles, Scrutineering and for Race Day only.
Any member of a pit crew who will be trackside of the rear Pit Bay roller doors MUST sign a Pit Crew Indemnity, where they will be issued a Trackside Wrist Band. Trackside area includes the marshalling area and starts at the gate below the stairs above pit bay 1.
No person will be permitted Trackside without the appropriate Wrist Band.
No person shall enter the Pit area/Pit lane without wearing the appropriate clothing and footwear. No persons under the age of 10 years will be allowed in the Pit area without proper supervision.
No person, other than authorised NAMSC Officials is permitted in Pit Lane from the time vehicle enter the track until the rearmost race car crosses the Start/Finish line.
People/ Crew in Pit Lane must be standing at or behind the line that delineates the fast and slow lanes of Pit Lane. They are allowed at the wall only to assist their Driver to stop in their allocated start position. All Crew must be behind the Line at the start of any race. 
WHERE MEMBERS OF HIS/HER TEAM OR PERSONS IN HIS/HER PIT DO NOT COMPLY WITH THE ABOVE, A DRIVER MAY BE PENALISED, INCLUDING EXCLUSION FROM FURTHER PARTICIPATION IN THE EVENT.
The maximum permitted speed in Pit lane is 40 km/h.  Pit Lane Speed may BE MONITORED by RADAR SPEED GUN.
All vehicles in Pit lane must travel in race direction with the exception of being driven into and out of pit bays. Trailers or unloading of race cars is not permitted in Pit lane during the event.
Organisers reserve the right to remove any person from the Pit Lane at their discretion.

10. START PROCEDURE
Supersprint sessions: 
Start time first session 9am as per schedule
On the instruction of the Clerk of the Course, vehicles will move from the marshalling area and make their way to the Pit exit in gridded order.  Competitors will be released one at a time at approximately 5 second intervals by an Official by way of a raised then “dropped” Green Flag or Green Light at Pit Exit. The format for all Supersprint sessions will be advised at the drivers briefing.
The session will be finished by the waving of a chequered flag at the starters’ podium. Cars are required to make their way back to Pit Entry and Pit Lane after passing the Chequered Flag

11. FUEL
Fuel will NOT be available at the circuit. Fuel must comply with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual. 
As per General Requirements for Cars and Drivers, Schedule N, Part 2, a minimum quantity of extinguishment must be available for use in each pit.  A fire attendant must stand near the car, poised with the extinguisher ready to operate. 

When refuelling of vehicles is taking place, the requirements stated in “General Requirements for Cars and Drivers - Schedule N – Fuel Tanks and Refuelling” must be adhered to…..

“When refuelling vehicles, a minimum quantity of extinguishment of 9kg of dry powder type which must be in either one or two extinguishers must be available for use in the pit.”

12. OH&S
This meeting is covered by the CAMS OH&S policy. Each competitor and crew should make themselves aware of the policy and are responsible for compliance with this policy with respect to their race team, crew and equipment. A copy of the Policy is available on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au or may be viewed in Race Control at this meeting.
CAMS consider safety to be a joint responsibility which must be shared by all its stakeholders. CAMS expects that all employees, stakeholders and visitors to its permanent workplaces and the temporary environment created by the events and activities which it sanctions, will comply with relevant Occupational Health and Safety legislation and CAMS safety policies and procedures, and at all times protect the health, safety and welfare of themselves, of those with whom they work, event patrons and the community.

13. GENERAL
Vehicles must be adequately muffled to comply with noise restrictions.
All electrical equipment and extension cords used by competitors must display a current safety tag.
All apparel including helmets and HANS devices shall comply with Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual.
Drivers leaving the race surface are required to slow down and re-enter the track safely without causing undue damage to grassed verges. Competitors are reminded that swerving to warm tyres is not permitted until a vehicle has passed the Pit Lane Blend Line, and is permitted on warm up laps only.






14. PASSENGERS IN VEHICLES
This Event will include a Motor Sport Passenger Ride Activity (MSPRA) which shall be run under and in accordance with the CAMS MSPRA Policy.
0. A briefing must be attended by each Driver and Passenger (and guardians of each Passenger if Passenger is under 18 years of age) conducted by the Clerk of the Course prior to the MSPRA commencing. 
0. Passengers MUST:
1. wear the same protective gear as a Driver
1. Be fitted and restrained as required for each Automobile with consideration for their physical attributes 
1. Complete a Passenger Ride Entry Form and Disclaimer
1. Drivers must fill out a Passenger Ride Entry Form to ride as a Passenger.
1. Be at least 12 years of age
0. Vehicles and Apparel used must pass Scrutiny.
0. Vehicles shall only carry one Passenger at a time, unless otherwise approved by CAMS.

15. DANGEROUS DRIVERS AND CARS
Competitors are reminded of the Code of Driving Conduct as set out in the CAMS Manual of Motorsport. The Promoter reserves the right to exclude either before or during the event any driver or car which they consider to be unsuitable or unsafe, for any reason.

16. ALCOHOL, DRUGS AND OTHER SUBSTANCES
Any holder of a CAMS ‘Competition’ or ‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may be tested for the presence of drugs (or other banned substances) and subject to a penalty(ies) for a breach in accordance with the CAMS Anti-Doping Policy and/or the CAMS Illicit Drugs in Sport (Safety Testing) Policy as published on the CAMS website. Consumption of alcohol in the paddock, pits or any section of the competition venue/course under the control of the Officials is forbidden until all competition is concluded each day. Accordingly, any holder of a CAMS ‘Competition’ or ‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may also be tested for the presence of alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) in accordance with the CAMS Standard Operating Procedure for Breath Alcohol Testing.
